Secondary standards are standardised solutions of substances that do not have the properties required of a substance to make a primary standard.
Sodium hydroxide cannot be used to make a primary standard as it absorbs water from the atmosphere.

Sodium hydroxide solution is titrated against a primary standard to accurately calculate its concentration.

Any solution that is standardised by titration with a primary solution is called a secondary standard solution.
